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Stamps: Delicate Doilies, Blessings from Heaven

Ink: Peach Parfait Classic ink, Basic Black Classic ink (Stampin’ Up!)
Paper: Flirtatious DP, Peach Parfait CS, Pink Pirouette CS, Whisper White
CS (Stampin’ Up!);

Accessories: Decorative Label punch, basic Rhinestones, Big Shot,
Beautiful Wings Embosslit, Peach Parfait %4” Stitched Poly-ribbon, Snail
adhesive, mini glue dots, Stampin’ Dimensionals (Stampin’ Up!)

Dimensions:

e Pink Pirouette CS: a 4 %4” x 11” piece folded in half to create a 4 %4” x 5 %" card
e Peach Parfait CS: a 3 %” x 5 %4” piece

e Flirtatious DP: a 3 %” x 5” piece

e Whisper White CS: scrap

Directions:
Take a4 %4” x 11” piece of Pink Pirouette CS and fold it in half with your bone folder to create a 4 %4” x 5 %4” card.
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2. Center and stick the Flirtatious DP to the Peach Parfait CS.

3. Llaya6” piece of ribbon across the matted DP about 1” up from the bottom edge of the DP. Bring the ends of the
ribbon around to the back of the CS and stick them down using SNAIL adhesive. Center and stick this piece to the
card front.

4. Stamp the greeting onto a scrap of Whisper White CS. Punch it out using the Decorative Label punch.

5. Ink up the smallest doily image in Peach Parfait Classic ink. Stamp it off once onto a scrap paper and then stamp it in
the bottom corner of the label without re-inking the stamp. Ink the stamp again in Peach Parfait Classic Ink and then
stamp it twice onto a scrap piece of paper before stamping it in the top right corner of the label.

6. Stick the label to the card with 2 Stampin’ Dimensionals.

7. Die cut butterflies first out of Peach Parfait CS and then out of Pink Pirouette CS using the Big Shot and the Beautiful
Wings Embosslit.

8. Center and stick the polka dot embossed pink butterfly to the center of the large Peach Parfait CS butterfly using a
mini glue dot. Stick the butterfly just above the top left of the label with a piece of a Stampin’ Dimensional.

9. Embellish the card with rhinestones. You're done!
